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Tbe miners.A appear to have won an iaportant 

decision in the Supreae Court of the Oaited states. 

The ruling specifically refers onl1 to aen in iron ore 

fields.

The Office of rice Administration was considerab~ 

strengthened by to decisions of the Supreae Court of the 

United States t oday. In both of them, even Chief Justice 

Stone went a l ong with his New Deal' colleagues. In fact, 

the Chief Justice wrote one sf taaa himself, an opinion 

which declared tha t the lmergency Price Control Act was 

okay and the O.P.A. ha d a right to fix prices of 

foodstuff. This means, incidentaily, that two meat dealer• 

in Boston ta:c ••goto jail for six months and pay a fine 

~ of a thousand dollars each. This was a six-to-three 

decision, and r. Justice Robert• wrote the dissenting 

opinion. He said that the Price tontrol Act was 

unconstitutional, and that it gave the Price Administrator , 

legislative power . Congress, he said, cannot suspend any 

of the provi s ions of the Constitution even during war. 

The othe r decision upheld the O.P.A. right to put 

a_ceiling on rents. This was an e i ght-to-one aff ~ir, 
• 1th Justice Dougl as writing the opinion. Again, 
Justice Roberts dissented.
